The objectives of the ASARCO-site Remediation and Redevelopment Proposal are to 1) develop a feasible student-driven proposal for the future use of the ASARCO-site as an expansion of the University of Texas El Paso system, 2) inspire community discussion and debate regarding the imminent remediation and redevelopment process of the ASARCO-site and the tentative community involvement in the aforementioned process, 3) effectively collaborate and communicate with the Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ), the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), the students and administration of University of Texas at El Paso (UTEP), the city of El Paso, the office of Senator Eliot Shapleigh, and other appropriate entities, in the effort to maximize the future economic, environmental, and social applications of the current ASARCO-site.

Mission Tasks

1. Determine the proposed future use(s) of the ASARCO-site.
2. Devise the strategic (re)positioning of the site land and remediation equipment in order to maximize the usable site area. 
3. Design the final site proposal in order to best fulfill consumption objectives and expectations.
4. Report on the full process required to develop and finalize the REDA ASARCO-site remediation and redevelopment proposal. Outline the economic, environmental, and social implications of the proposal. 
5. Launch a promotional campaign on the Regional Identity, featuring the REDA proposal, regarding the prospect of the ASARCO-site and the possibilities of the future. 
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
